If you or someone you know is su�ering

from aortic valve stenosis, you should learn 

more about TAVR.

Community screens all patients before seeing 

a TAVR physician to ensure TAVR is the 

recommended treatment. Community’s valve 

replacement team will analyze diagnostic tests 

and report back to your physician.

1.  All of your previous test results, medical 

history and your case will be evaluated by 

the TAVR team.

2.  You will be scheduled for screening tests, 

which include a CT, Echocardiogram and

a heart catheterization. 

3.  Upon completion of the screening tests, 

you will be scheduled for an

examination and evaluation with the

TAVR team. At this appointment, our 

multidisciplinary team of heart surgeons, 

cardiologists and nurses will meet with you 

and review all of your test results. They will 

clearly explain the procedure as well as the 

risks and benefits to you and your family.

Unlike traditional aortic valve replacement 

requiring the surgeon to cut open the chest to 

replace the diseased valve, Transcatheter

Aortic Valve Replacement (TAVR) allows the 

physician to replace the valve through a small 

incision in the leg.
